Although he has been
residing here for over twenty-five years, he does not
even know how his neighbours are nor do they know
much about him. Rarely do we come across such a
good, harmless, unassuming gentleman!" Doctorji
would then chastise the 'gentlemanliness’ that made
the individual impervious to the joys and SOrTOWs of his
neighbours, and submit meekly to the insults and
humiliations heaped on his society. It was this cursed

mentality, he used to say, that lay at the root of all our
nationalills.
